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ABSTRACT

Research about The Body of Knowledge for Interior design professional ’s
in practice has an objective to study knowledge use on professional practice of interior
designers group in the first 1-2 years and from 3 years up for summary of technical
knowledge demand consistent with current professional practice.

This research is made in form of survey with data collection from professional
designers group graduated during 1-2 years and qualified interior designers group with
experiences for 3 years up, totaling 95 persons. Questionnaire is used as research
mean, and 20 owners of interior design offices are interviewed. Statistical data analysis
is used through package program SPSS / PC+.

From the research, it was found that interior designers with experiences of 1-2
years required knowledge of interior design principles at the most. Interior designers
with experiences of 3 years up required knowledge of technology at the most. Owners
of interior design offices preferred interior designers with best design works and
demanded that interior designer should have additional knowledge of administration
and management, selection of new materials for use on design. In addition, they should
have general knowledge to adapt themselves with colleagues. For the knowledge on
professional practice that should be used on development of study in educational
institutes, it was found that the field of designer principles required design science at
the most. The field of designer basis required material operation at the most. The field of

designer technology required interior architectural structure at the most. The field of



designer support required computer for design at the most. The field of general
designer study required Thai and English subjects at the most. Upon classification by
experiences, interior designer with experiences of 1-2 years required interior design
principles at the most. Interior designers with experiences of 3 years up required
technology science of interior design structure at the most. In summary, interior
designers required technology science of professional practice at the most. Additional
knowledge required by interior designer includes knowledge of management and
administration, knowledge of foreign languages, knowledge of modern technology i.e.

information technology, selection of new materials for use on design.
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
