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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the physical environment, the
problems and their causes and the need for accommodation in the Suanplu
Community. The research results were used as guidelines for determining a
suitable community plan for this neighbor. The data was collected from literature
review, a checklist of the physical environment, and interviews with the family
heads. They were analyzed in terms of percentage.

As for physical environment, it was found that the community was crowded
and could not be expanded. Narcotic drugs, gambling, littering, sewage and
floods were also problems. In addition, the narrow walkways, running water and
lighting in the community were not enough. There was no community service
center and the existing public telephones were not in good condition. The nursery
and shops were small and did not meet appropriate standards. Most residents did
not cooperate in developing the community. The community agency or the private

sector hadn't offered any help in this matter.

According to the interviews, it could be concluded that this was a crowded community
on public land. It could not be expanded and there was a lack of accommodation. The
environment was deteriorating. Public utility were not good. Saving cooperatives, a job training

center and community center had not been set up.
The research results suggested that the dilapidated houses should be torn
down and the plot of land should be divided according to architectural principles.

However, the area was limited so a suitable design of a house to suit the number of
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the residents while preserving the old buildings would be a better approach. In
addition, a good nursery, a job training center, a saving cooperatives and good
quality shops should be set up. A community service center should aiso be
established. Enough water supplies, electricity and a sewage treatment system
should be provided. Assigning the appropiate location of groups of building should
lead to a green area. The entrance and the exit of the community should be clearly
designated. In a good environment, the residents would feel more inclined to

preserve it and further cooperate in developping their community.
