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ABSTRACT 187484

Today, Identity of vernacular has been reinterpreted in Residential Design, but only
architectural elements, vocabulary, and signature, are expressed. Interior spaces’ relationships are
not characterized to each other; which commonly make no different to other designs.

The purposes of this study are; integrating and documenting Life-time evolution of
“L ANNA” human behavior and activities, occur in their houses, studying functional and life
behavior of modern’s user. Comparing internal identity (space identity and spatial form) in
LANNA'’s house which could be applied to nowadays residential design, and represent some
prototypes of combination between today’s way of life and identity of vernacular that act as the
past.

The target-people were individually documented in order to achieve, the present and past
activities and behaviors comparatively. Four theories were set; (1) Identity (LANNA) concept and
perception theory (2) Human behaviors, surrounding concept and perception theory (3) Internal
space and function planning theory and (4) Satisfaction theory. The research had emphasized
based on surveying method (focusing on physical and surrounding); 4 ORIGINAL LANNA’s
house, 4 APPLY LANNA'’s house, and 5 New house - case studies to differentiate space identity
and functional, using 120 housing users in order to identify and achieve the relationship between
users of LANNA’s house and New house and 12 specialists’ interview to summarize the
appropriate space identity and function of LANNA’s characteristic for users in present building.
Using physically analyzed; planning relationship analysis, documenting and interviewing analysis
(statistically) to comprehend user relationship. Finally, LANNA-functional space character were

sorted, and applied to today-new way of House style, in order to find a model of design.

Research result has found that activities and behavior transformation of people today( Change
from rural to urban), has influenced on building‘s planning internally. The word ‘PRIVACY” is
much more important to today’s people individually. Most of the functional spaces are
fragmented and enclosed as conventionalize in western country. In another hand, THE
ORIGINAL LANNA's spaces are more integrated to climate and surrounding, and contain more
opened plan. The importance characteristic of LANNA can be applied to all building area for
example; open space connection and internal-external space connection, basement and the unique
function planning that differ from other region such as; “Toen” and“Chan-hom”. In additional
function planning designer should pay attention to building material, ornament and northern

environment in vernacular design because of these factors affecting people perception.
