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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research are: 1) to distribute the performance of the Institutional
Curriculum Development 2) to study the structural performance of community participation in
managing local education 3) to acknowledge and realize the importance of research methodology
of participation Procedure 4) to present some suggestions for local educational management by
community.

This is the completion of Phase 2 of the research on Community Procedure for
Introducing Folk as Teaching Media and Activities in Pilot Schools in Satingmor Sub-district,
Singhanakorn District, Songkhla Province. It is aimed at summarizing the essentials resulted from
the research project started on 15 April 2000 and completed on 15 June 2003. The research was
undertaken employing the practical research of participation in which opinions and suggestions of
individuals were brainstormed. Then the appropriate agreements arising from the community
participation were uscd to plan for development. The data and the rescarch method, thercfore,
were to be flexible according to an actual situation. The samplings were selected by the
community vote, namely, Watloga School, Thammakoat School, thc communities in Moo 3, 4
and 5 of Stingmor Sub-district, Singhanakomn District, Songkhla Province. The instruments used
for data coliection were observations, Snowball-typed Interview, informal interview, community
group meetings, training on curriculum management, group discussion, practical study and
public performance presentation . In Stage 1 the study of fundamental community potential
revealed that ways of life, social structures, cconomics, education and cultures were influenced by
the folk. Then group meetings were held to examine the weakness and the strength of each area,
to frame the target zone, to set up issues of problems as well as possible ways of solution. Then

the data analyzed from the context of folk in accordance with the community ways of life were
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cmployed to develop and promote the folk through a system of educational management with the
community cooperation. In Stagé 2 the development of teaching innovation was supported by
smaller projects: Traditional Promotion Project, Tomtom Band Promotion Project, Southern —
styled Puppet Shadow Performance Promotion Project and Pottery Promotion Project. Then a
local committee for curriculum preparation approved by school and community representatives
was formed to provide a curriculum based on Act of fundamental Education 2001. In another
word, the local curriculum was transferred and approved as a school curriculum by adapting local
intelligence to promote the folk through leaming issues: Additional Learning Issue which
promotes pottery, Learning Issue of Social Studies, Religion and Culture which promotes
traditions and Learning Issue of Learner development Activities which promotes Tom-tom Band
and Southern styled -Puppet Shadow Performance.

Two phase of types of community procedure were revealed: 1) step of studying
fundamental conditior.s of community, 2) step of project development which was divided into 3
stages: Project Development, Continued Project Development and Project Completion. In
addition, 5 issues of participation arising from the rescarch were indicated: 1) the participation in
studying community problems 2) the participation in planning for devclopment 3) the
participation in performing a job 4) the participation in evaluation and 5) the participation in
taking a responsibility. Besides, a community also made a cooperation with an outside
community making a network and provided any support for government and private agencics
when possible.

The individuals who ha.l a prominent role in local education management:community
leaders, school executives, teachers, local wisemen and the locals, provided an educational
management that encouraged ¢ good relationship and appreciation among community, school,
parents and religious institution for participating in educational and local intelligence
development. Pottery and focal traditional resuscitation should be more emphasized. The result
also reveals that the tcachers in a community could better realize the ways of life in a community
as well as those of the parents’ and the students’. The students when realizing and understanding
the ways of life were so proud of their community and eager to participatc in community

activities, in particular, a tom-tom parade on a community festival.
