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The purposes of this study were to examine the state of collegial supervision and
the supervisors * behavior as percieved by the classroom teachers in basic education
institutions , Lampang Educational Area 3. The studied sample consisted of 270 classroom
teachers. Instrument used in this study was a rating scale and multiple — choice
questionnaire. The collected data , then , were analyzed through the applications of

frequency , mean , and standard deviation.

The major finding could be summarized as follows :

It was found that the collegial supervisory performance was rated at a high level.
Regarding each stage of collegial supervisory performance , namely ; current
stage — problems and needs study , planning and alternatives selection |, collegial
supervisory operation , follow —up and evaluation , and collegial supervisory materials
was rated at a high level in descending order.

In regard to the classroom teachers ’ needs ; study tour ; providing the resource
persons for collegial supervision training ; meeting and seminar in the schools and the
office of educational area 3 ; and collegial supervision follow —up and monitoring were

the tremendous needs of classroom teachers.
