This research was set out to examine the current state problems and
recommendation regarding the democracy promotion activities administration in schools
attached to the Office of Lamgpang Provincial Primary Education. Those serving as a key
informants for the study were 200 classroom teachers. They were asked to respond to the
rating scale and open —ended questionnaire. Collected data, then, were analyzed through

the application of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.
The major findings were as follows :

For current state of democracy promotion activities performance, it was found
that all four aspects of managerial functions namely, planning, organizing, leading and
controlling were rated at a moderated level. Similarly, the learning activities, students
board activities, athletic, activities, school cooperative activities, and school public relation

activities were performed, both over all and separately, at a moderate level.

As regards problems found in democracy promotion activities , it was indicated the
students’ participation on planning were inappropriated ; teacher lacked knowledge of democracy
promotion ; students and students’ board members lacked understanding of their roles and
functions as well as their own responsibility and inappropriate roles of leader and follower ;
lacked of knowledgeable personnels in athletic activities ; students lacked the cooperative

knowledge ; and school public relation were not continual performed .

Regarding recommendations , its were identified ; teachers who be in charge of the
democracy promotion activities should study activity handbooks . The democracy promotion
activities should be performed by all schools’ personnels ; the suggestions for the activities should
be opened for other personnels ; the responsible teachers should be trained ; and activities

evaluation and problems solving should be worked out by all schools’ personnels.
