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The purposes of this research were to study and compared the academic
administrative tasks toward leaming process reform of principals and teachers and to
compared the academic administrative tasks toward learning process reform of principals
and teachers in schools under the Singburi Provincial Primary Education Office classified
groups by age, educational qualification, position experience and school size.

The study was survey and compared research. The samples for this research
were 100 principals and 313 teachers of the primary schools under the Singburi Provincial
Primary Education Office. They were selected by stratified random sampling. The
questionnaires used to collect the data were composed of two parts with checklist and five
rating scales. The reliability of the questionnaires was 0.98
Results:-

1. The academic administrative states of principals and teachers were
high level rating in curriculum and curriculum administration, instruction, internal
supervision, measurement and evaluation and educational quality assurance.

2. The academic administrative states of principals and teachers were .01
level of significant difference in educational quality assurance, .05 level of significant
difference in curriculum and curriculum administration and measurement and evaluation.

3. The academic administrative states of principals and teacher were not
significantly different in all status groups except edﬁCational qualification, there was .01

level of significant difference.
