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The purposes of this research were 1) to study about the operating state in
basic education curriculum administration of pilot and network schools under Saraburi
and Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices 2) to compare the operating state in basic
education curriculum administration of pilot and network schools under Saraburi and
Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices 3) to rank the operating problems in basic
education curriculum administration of pilot and network schools under Saraburi and
Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices 4) to compare the ranking of the operating
problems in basic education curriculum administration of pilot and network schools under

Saraburi and Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices.

The samples were 319 committees of academic task and curriculum
administration in basic education administration of pilot and network schools under
Saraburi and Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices in academic year 2003, the
numbers of specimens are 174 from Saraburi and 145 from Lopburi, selected by
stratified random sampling . The instrument was the questionnaire which was created
by the researcher with reliability of 0.98 and analyzed data by percentage, mean(i),

standard deviation (S.D.) ranking, and statistic value of t-test.



The findings were as follows : TE]. 4 9 8 27

1. The operating state in basic education curriculum administration of pilot and
network schools under Saraburi and Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices in 7 tasks
were 1) preparing 2) forming the schoc! curriculum 3) planning 4) administrating the
school curriculum  5) supervising monitoring and assessing 6) summarizing and 7)

improving. There were good results in operating both in total and in each task.

2.The comparison of the operating state in basic education curriculum
administration of pilot and network schools between Saraburi and Lopburi Educational
Service Area Offices was no significant different in total .If we analyzed to each task, it
was reported that the preparing tack had significant different at .05 level. While 6 other

tasks was no significant different.

3.The most important problem in each task of the operating problems ranking in
basic education curriculum administration of pilot and network schools under Saraburi
and Lopburi Educational Service Area Offices were: 1) The problem of preparing;
numbers of personnel was not enough. 2) The problem of forming the school curriculum;
the standards of passing in each phase were not clear. 3) The problem of planning; the
shortage of teaching aids and supporting technology. 4) Tiie problem of administrating;
the accomplishment of classroom research. 5)The pioblem of supervising monitoring and
assessing; the school had no internal supervisory assessor board. 6) The problem of
summarizing; the staff were unknowledgeable about how to summarize the curriculum.

7) The problem of improving; no one who responsible for this task.

4. The comparison of the rankings of operating problems in basic education
curriculum administration of pilot and network schools under Saraburi and Lopburi
Educational Service Area Offices, in each task it was reported that the preparing and
summarizing problem were no different level of ranking between Saraburi and Lopburi
Educational Service Area Offices . In other tasks, such as forming the school curriculum,
planning ,administrating, supervising ,monitoring ,assessing and also the summarizing

problem were some different level of ranking problems.
