LANAIINY

The purposes of this rescarch were to study the levels of nursing practices of nurses to
protect patients’ rights in community hospitals in Suphanburi province, and to compare the nursing
practices of nurses to protect patients’ rights regarding their age, education, year of work, post,
marital status, and working ward. The samples were 206 nurses who worked in community
hospitals in Suphanburi province. A constructed questionnaire divided into two parts — personal
information and nursing practices — was uscd to collect data. Percentage, arithmetic mean (X ),
standard deviation (S.D.), analysis of variance (ANOVA) and Scheffe' paired test were applied in
the data analyses.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The nursing practices of nurses to protect patients’ rights in community hospitals in

Suphanburi province were at high levels in all aspects.

2. Nurses with a master’s degree or higher had significantly different nursing practices
to protect patients’ right from nurses with a certificate or diploma, but had no significant differences
from nurses who had a bachelor's degree at .05 levels.

3. Age, year of work, post, marital status, and working ward had no significant

differences in nursing practices of nurses.
