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The purposes of this research were to 1) Study standard practices that
confidence to the teaching accordance to the Education Quality Policy as the teacher's
attitude in the primary schools of Klong Sam Wa district under Bangkok
metropolitan. 2) The obstruction level on the study & Teaching Standard as accordance
to the Education Quality Assurance Policy as the teacher's attitude in the primary
schools of Klong Sam Wa district under Bangkok metropolitan. 3) The practices level
comparative the obstruction level on the Study & Teaching Standard as accordance to
the teacher's attitude in the primary schools which have the difference size.

The sample groups were the teachers in primary schools of 211 persons that
devived from the Simple Random Sampling and calculated for the Sampling Group
side form Krejcie and Morgan Table. It was the instrument for data collection to be 5
scale Estimate Questionnaire form and the Open - ended Questionnaire Form which
the opinion about the Practice and Obstruction Levels on the Study & Teaching
Standard to search to Reliability of the Questionnaire Form by using the Alpha
Coefficient of Cronbach that classiflcation to be the practice level opinion as 0.963.
And the Obstruction level as 0.803. So for this research data analysised to be use the
SPSS. For Windows Program for search the Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation

and One - Way Analysis of Variance.

As the Result

1. The Practice Level on the Study & Teaching Standard as accordance to
the Education Quality Assurance Policy as the teacher's attitude in the primary schools
of Klong Sam Wa district under Bangkok metropolitan included with 10 standards by
collected and the standards within the middle.

2. The obstruction Level on the Study & Teaching Standard as accordance
to the Education Quality Assurance Policy as the teacher's attitude in the primary
scnools ot Klong Sam Wa district under Bangkok metropolitan included with 10
standards that within the middle level. When considered about the standard point that
found the obstruction level within less level was the standard 6 for Study & Teaching
Arrangment by the virtue, morality and good characteratic instruction.

3. The Practices Level Comparative Analysis Result and the obstruction level
on the Study & Teaching Standard as accordance to the teacher's attitude in the
primary schools which have the difference size as the result found statistic implication
at the level of 0.05 however when compared to the double subject than found the
schools both of small and medium size have the practice level less than the large size
school on the statistic implication at the level of 0.05. And all of the obstruction level
which difference in the statistic implication at the level of 0.05. When considered for the
speclfled dimension that found as the standard 1 to 10. Have the difference obstruction

level in the statistic implication at the level of 0.05.
