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This study was to examine the decision-making process in choosing spouse of Chiang
Mai University single personnel. The sample used comprised 167 single education-support
personnel aging between 25-35 years. The instrument used was the questionnaire asking opinion
on process of choosing spouse. The data collected was analyzed in ;erms of percentage, mean,
and standard deviation and présented in tables and description. The results reveal that, when
aspects of decision were concerned, love and understanding, and, habits and characteristics, were
considered at high level. Physical look, social status, education, age, and place of residence were

at moderate level.
