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The purpose of this research was to study the transmission process of local wisdom

knowledge of child toy making, Kewlae Papao Village, Ban Kad Sub-district, Mae Wang District,
Chiang Mai Province. Instruments used in the research were an observation and interview forms,
using for interviewing the teachers and learners concerning this local wisdom knowledge.
Information were analyzed by using content analysis method and presented in descriptive form.

The results of this study were as follows:

The elder people in Kewlae Papao community set the Grandpa Teach Grandchiidren
Project , teaching local handicraft such as making a product from coconut shell, weaving, making
umbrella, local music, and traditional physician. In addition, teaching of child toy making was
also included. Child toy making was taught in family and community via the process of
socialization. Most of the learners were people in Kewlae aged of 3 to 35 years. The teachers
were the aged wisdoms in the community.

Two methods of teaching were used. The first one the teacher demonstrated the method
for all steps of practice and then let the learner do it. The another the teacher demonstrated the
steps of making and let the learners practice by step simultaneously with teacher’s step. For the
latter method practice method, the teacher evaluated and corrected the practice for each step. The
results of this transmission showed that the leamers were able to do the ioys. Some learners were
able to apply the knowledge and make new toys. In addition, the learners expressed their reasons

of participation the project as follows: they were motivated by the community environment, they

were supported from family and they wanted to spend their leisure time.
