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Components of Developmental State

ABSTRACT

This article was aimed to examine the conceptual components of
Developmental State, which becomes one of important topics in political
science such as comparative politics, comparative development, political
economy, and international political economy. Political scientists usually
emphasized their studies on 1) historical perspective (i.e. colonialism and state
formation), 2) political and state-society relation perspective (i.e. the relation
between political elites and economic and societal groups and political
ideology and the relation among bureaucratic agencies, demand-side institutes,
and supply-side institutes), and 3) economic policy-making process perspective
(i.e. encompassing against distributional development policy). Merely having
emphasized upon the perspectives regarding upper structure, scholar rarely put
their studies on lower structure such as the movements of grassroots
organizations and political elites’ responses to such movement. Legal system in
the developmental states has been developed from the elites’ recognition of
the people’s rights and freedom to protest and express their opinion. Including
this perspective will contribute to the more integrating analytical model of

developmental state.
