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ABSTRACT

The research on the analysis on public policy textbooks aimed to: 1) analysis
public policy textbooks in general features, readability and reading d.ifficulty 2) study
the state and using public policy textbooks of lecturers and students in the present and
3) study the attitude of lecturers and students towar-d public policy textbooks in the
present. The research methodology used in this research were textbook analysis and
survey research. The population in this study was 8 Thai public policy textbooks ,
lecturers and = students from six institutions such as Chulalongkorn University,
Thammasat University, The National Instituté of Development Administration (NIDA),
Naresuan University, - Sripatum University and Uttaradit Rajabhat University with the
number of 17 cases énd 805 cases respectively. The resea_rch process was divided into -
two stages: stage 1 the analysis of, public policy textbooks in common features,
readability and reading difficulty, step 2: the survey state and using of the textbooks

of lecturers and students toward public policy textbooks at the present.

The results found that public policy textbooks bound with glue using pound
paper with 16 point in font size. The features within books were composed of cover
page, preface, content, introduction, references within the bdd_y, photos / illustrations,
topics for discusé_ion / comments, bibliography / references. Most textbooks had
figures, outline , table of cogtents. Th.e' feétur'es .were not found in textbooks being book
instructions and' glossary. The readability index on public policy was 24.52 which
indicated that the books were suitable for graduate study. The difficulty index was in

range of 9 to 13.10, which meant that all 8 books were not difficult to read.

Conditions and characteristics of the textbook of public policy revealed that the
practice of using textbooks on public policy of the lecturers was at the middle level. The

“level of success in using of textbooks in public policy of the lecturers had moderate
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success, but less than in practice. Practical level in using of textbooks on public policy
of the students was at the middie level. The level of success in using of textbooks in
public policy of students had moderate success, but less than in practice. For the
attitude of the lecturers and the students toward public policy textbooks was at the

highest level.

For suggestio'n on writing / production textbooks of public policy was that
authors /producers should take into account the importance of the instructions, glossary,
activities/quiz and instruction media . The lecturers could select appropriate books to
students such as thé level of undergraduate / graduate study using readability and

difficulty index to facilitate the teaching and learning appropriately.
