The purpose of this rescarch was to identify human rights content according to universal
declaration of human rights and the Constitution of Thai Kingdom B.E. 2540 for tcaching social
studies at lower secondary school level in Chiang Mai and Lamphun provinces. The samples
were 64 cxperts from six different backgrounds, i.e., jurisprudence, political sciences, social
sciences, cducators, social studics teachers and officers from human rights protection
organizations. The rescarch instrument used in this study was a questionnaire and a delphi
technique was uscd to gather information from experts. Data were then analyzed by using
median and interquartile range.

The results of this rescarch study were found that the appropriate content for the
teaching social studics at lower sccondary school level should be covered in 42 items that can be
arranged in to eight content groups, including youth protection and development, community
rights, consumer protection, labour rights , medical rights and public heath rights, political rights,

disables rights, and survival, liberty, property, and equity rights.
