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New (er) Utopia: Dialogues of Architecture
and Urbanism
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Abstract

A sequel to another article by the same author, “From Babel to Modernism Utopia,” (Joumal of the Faculty of

Architecture, Chulalongkorn University, December, 201 O), this article focuses on the theoretical framework
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that examines the movement of contemporary architectural theory of the past 100 years, or from Modernism
to Postmodernism. Especially since the Postwar period, architectural theories have been signicantly inuenced
by the ideas and implementation of good urbanism. Many great architects had devoted their imagination to
the meaning of architecture as a signicant element in the construction of various urban utopias for a better
future. Others had examined and described architecture through the understanding of public spaces and the
built environment. From the engineering to socio-economic dimensions, these theoretical dialogues share a

common, holistic vision of good urbanism for the better future.
