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This study investigated management of information technology system of
Hodpittayakom School , Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised 38 school
administrators and teachers who were in active duty during the 2006 academic year. Instrument
used was a questionnaire with items asking about essentials of the topic. Collected data were then
analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With regard to management of information technology system of aforementioned
school, the performed tasks were : appointed knowledgeable and able personnel to care for the
network system concerning data collection; check_ed computer and defective network system;
used computer program in processing data every time before utilization; had staff in place at the
information technology center, used computer program in analyzing data; and used computer
technology in computing grade, making instructional documents, making teaching materials, and
collecting scores or student’s grade. As for the problems found, they were : unclear school policy
for using information technology in relation to school works; inadequate computer and supply at
work; often times computer and supply were defective; the network system set up was not up to
the standard; lack of personnel to take care of the system; slow internet and not enough for use;

and personnel did not have knowledge in using information technology.
