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This study investigated management of computer laboratory of small size schools,
Mae Tha District, Lampang Province. Population under study comprised 32 school
administrators and 32 staff members who were responsible for computer laboratory of
aforementioned schools in the 2008 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with
items covering essential of the topic. Collected data were than analyzed through applications
of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents indicated performance in the ensuing aspects: man—created good
atmosphere in the computer laboratory, encouraged or inspired computer laboratory staff, and
set up rules and regulation for the lab; money-made up plan for the lab budget, reported to
educational service area regarding problems of the lab budget, and asked for supported lab budget
from local and private organizations; material-arranged for care of the lab day and night, and
acquired necessary materials for the lab; and management—set up rules and regulations for
students concerning the lab use, arranged for activities encouraging the lab use and in teaching

computer, and searched for information and data from the internet in the computer lab.
