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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this experimental research was to study the effects of a reality
group process on internal locus of Prathom Suksa 6 students with divorced. The
subjects were 12 volunteered in children with diverced parents in Ban Sankampang
school, Chiang Mai province. The subjects were randomly assigned into two groups
consisted of 6 , members and one control group of 6 members. The two experimental
groups participated in reality group process activities for 10 sessions taking an hour
and a half to two hour in a 6 week period, whereas the control group attended their
daily life activities as usual.

The research instruments were the Nowicki-Strickland Locus of Control
Scales for Children and a Reality Facing Program. Data was analyzed in test of t-test .
The findings were as follows:

1. There was statistically significant increases in the mean score of intermal
locus of control after the experiment among children who participated in the first
experimental group '

2. After the experiment, the mean scores of internal locus of control of the
both experimental groups higher than that of the control
