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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were 1) to investigate opinion of
administrators, chiefs of student development activity affairs, teachers and students
towards student development activities 2) to study the types and procedures employed
of student development activities and 3) to analyze the activity affairs in pilot schools
providing B E. 2544 basic education curriculum in Chiang Mai province. The
population under this study composed of 10 administrators and 10 chiefs of student
development activity affairs whereas 80 teachers and 500 students were randomly
selected as samples. The questionnaire and analyzing format of student development
activity plans were implemented to collect data. Then, all data were analyzed through
the application of frequency distribution, percentage, arithmetic mean and standard
deviation. The findings were presented through table and caption and could be
summarized as follows.

1. The administrators, teachers and students revealed their opinion that
schools were able to provide student development activities in conformity with
purposes, principles and scopes of B.E. 2544 basic education curriculum at the
highest level, whereas the chiefs of student development activity affairs believed that
it was at the moderate level.

2. With regards to the methods employed in student development activities,
the administrators, teachers and students revealed their opinion that schools were able
to organize a lot of activities with the appropriate procedures at the highest level
whereas the chiefs of student development activity affairs thought that it was at the
moderate level. Concerning to frequency of the activities, it was found that Boy
Scout, Girl Scout, Girl Guide, Junior Red Cross, and Military Training were the most
frequently provided and most participated activities by students.

3. Benchmarking to the educational standards, the outcomes of these activities
were judged at the moderate level.
