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Abstract
Co-Curricular Activities Providing for Sufficiency Economy Strand
in Secondary Schools of Northern Region

The purposes of this research were to study the state of providing co-curricular activities
for sufficiency economy strand in secondary schools of northern region and the use of sufficiency
economy values from students regarding to reasonableness, moderation and sélf-immunity. The
" sample used in this research were 82 social studies teachers and 527 secondary school students. The
research tools were 2 sets of questionnaire, one for social studies teachers and another one for
secondary school students. Frequency, percentage and mean were used for data analysis. Research
findings were as follows:

1. More than 50% of social studies teachers provided the 8 co-curricular activities; 1)
public service for sufficiency economy in community, 2) study tour in sufficiency economy
learning resources, 3) the analysis of a sufficiency economy case study, 4) project for supporting
sufficiency economy behaviors, 5) discussion on sufficiency economy news and situations, 6)
information retrieval of sufficiency economy from the local wisdom experts, 7) bulletin board on
sufficiency economy and 8) exhibition shown the application of sufficiency economy. The findings
also showed that less than 50% of social studies teachers that provided the 4 curriculum supporting
activities; 1) role plays and imitate situations, 2) the analysis of movies or documentary about

sufficiency economy, 3) journal writing on sufficiency economy and 4) making brochure, leaflets

2. Social studies teachers provided co-curricular activities regarding to sufficiency
economy strand for 8 moral enhancing to students, that lessen to mostly were; 1) diligently
2) kindness, 3) honesty, 4) cleanness, 5) self-regulation, 6) politeness, 7) frugality and 8) solidarity.
3. The secondary school students in the north region had knowledge about sufficiency
economy in moderate level (53.89), most of them were female (57.50) and 59.58% of them were
outlying Muang district. They opined that the co-curricular activities of sufficiency economy strand
was interesting and useful (80.08) but their satisfaction was less ( x =143). They used sufficiency

economy values in terms of reasonableness, moderate and self-immunity in less.
