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The Building Control Act and Ministry Regulations issued by the Buildings Control
Act serve as the information, framework, substance and main norms that make the project
management involved with construction and real estate business successful as the objects and
goals of project.

‘All 79 issues ofthe Building Control Act and Ministry Regulations issued by the
Building Control Act in 2497 and 2522 are compiled, studied, analyzed and concluded with the
process of knowledge management. They are found that only 46 issues are currently enacted and
have the matter in nationwide enforcing. All are analyzed and compared to distinguish and
evaluate with the taxonomy study.

Taxonomy of Construction Laws in Building Control Acts are made by designing and
making the data tables to define the stage of construction , function and the matter of the law, the
people involving with, and types of buildings. It is found that in all stage of construction
Designers, architects, civil engineers and systems engineers are the first group who must pay
attention in understanding and studying the laws to apply for the project operation while
construction executives, construction manager or operator and local officers are the second group.
Iﬁ processing the building projects, the entertainment hall, towers and large buildings are the first
group of buildings that must be paid attention in understanding and studying the laws to apply for
the project operation while department stores, hotels, enterprises, extra buildings and the extra
large buildings are the second group.

Taxonomy of Construction Laws in Building Control Acts can be the important
information for related groups to apply in project management making the project successful as

tﬁe objects and goals of project.
