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This study aims to investigate knowledge transfer based on local culture and learning
among young generation in the Northeast, Thailand and analyze lesson learned for best practice.
Population were provinces in the upper Northeastern region. The provinces were included as
samples based on the economical province group under the integrated administrative system.
These provinces were Khon Kaen, Nong Bua Lumphu and Kalasin. Simple random sampling was
used to select three educational service area from the three provinces. Service area 5, 1 and 2
were included from Khon Kaen, Nong Bua Lumphu and Kalasin provinces respectively.
Purposive sampling was used to select two schools from each educational service area, one inside

and one outside of the municipal area. Six case studies were used for data collection. The in-depth
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interview was used "among key informants; parents/guardians, students and teachers. Research
instruments included an interview form for background information and framework for in-depth
interview in six case studies. The Findings: It was found that knowledge transfer based on local
culture and learning of young generation in the Northeast consisted of concrete learning such as
occupation i.e agricultural work, handicraft, arts and music. Youth also received experiences from
extra-curricula activities by leaming directly from invited local wisdom. In addition, the knowledge
being transferred was presented through philosophical concepts in abstract style. This kind of
knowledge was transferred through ways of life. In every case, children were inculcated in their
household through modeling of adults in their environment. Children also observed from people
in their communities. As for school, this kind of knowledge transfer was integrated into school
curriculum. Self-sufficiency economy was also used in learning organization, The curriculum
integrated knowledge and quality, inherited culture and social morals. These approaches transfer
which act as a safety-net for students to practice showing respect for adults, and listening to their
seniors based on the local culture, socialization process from home, educational management in

schools that encourage students to have knowledge and virtue as well as caring and respecting for

their communities.
