unAndemmdangw (Abstract)

The aims of this project is to find out important factors for achieving successful business and to
overcome problems and obstacles in the whole industry system. Based on the results from the Project the
knowledge body to transfer to farmers and the Road Map of overall Thai silk Industry is initiated. An
implementation starts from the study of secondary data by revision of literatures, survey by using
questionnaires and brainstorming of representatives from government and private sectors and farmers
involved in silk business. The survey is carried out from three groups of people involve in Thai silk industry
namely downstream(mulberry cultivation, silk rearing, hand reeling), midstream ( machine reeling, dyeing
weaving), and upstream( silk production, marketing) group from central region, northern region and
northeastern region, respectively. There are 3 main parts of the knowledge body namely mulberry
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cultivation technology, silkworm rearing technology and silk reeling . Efficiency in overall system of silk
production is found to be achieved after the technology is transferred to farmers. Farmer groups could
produce high quality silk yarn that meet the Thai Agricultural Standard TAS 8000-2005 and they could gain
about 30% more income. From the result of the study on the potentials of commercial manufacturing of
Thai Silk products reveals that Thai Silk is well known all over the world but export value of silk cloth and
thread is only 0.32% of Thai textile. Important import countries are United States, Canada, Europe and
Japan. Original Equipment Manufacturer, OEM is the main problem found in exporting Thai Silk.
However, analysis of the potential of Thai Silk industry by Diamond Model and SWOT Analysis in order to
successfully develop Thai Silk Industry in Commercial, “The Five Years (2011-2015) Road Map of Thai
Silk Industry” is initiated by brainstorming. This Road Map consists of 4 strategies, 15 Plans and 71
Projects as follow: 1) Research, development and extension of knowledge utilization for Thai silk
development, which consists of 8 Plans and 56 Projects; 2) Development of man power and standardized
product, which consists of 3 Plans and 5 Projects; 3) Development of Thai silk clusters network, that
consists of 2 Plans and 5 Projects; and 4) Aggressive marketing development, which consists of 2 Plans
and 5 projects.
