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The main objectives of the study were to investigate: 1) some basic backgrounds of public park
officers 2) conditions of public park maintenance 3) knowledge and good maintaining practice of public
park maintenance 4) the relationship between some personal background, socio — economic background and
knowledge in public park maintcnance with good maintaining practice 5) the constraints and recommendation
in order to develop good maintaining practice . The sample were 220 Metropolitan public park oflicers by
devided into 2 groups, including 97 privatization officers and 123 bureaucratization officers through interview
schedule. Descriptive statistics was percentage, aritmctic means and standard deviation. Inferential statistic to
test the hypotheses was t— test, statistic to test relationship between variables was Spearman rank correlation

coefficient . Testing the reliability of knowledge was done through Kuder - Richardson 20,

The results revealed that  burcaucratization officers had more knowledge and more skill in good
maintaining than private officers. Both groups wanted to develop into more sophisticate and ability towards
training course. The most important problem were lack of knowledge to repair and maintain the equipments
and materials. In testing the hypothesis, there were stalistically significant among age, experiences in public
park mainienance, salary, financial welfare and knowledge in public park maintenance with good
maintenance practice. Recomendation were as follows 1) Head quarter offices should distribute more and
equity responsibility. 2) Head quarter offices should develop more knowledge and good maintaining
practice through continuity training coursc. 3) Senior officers, experience and knowledge in public park
maintenance, high salary withoul financial welfare and part time payment should be concern, and 4) The
most concerned factors affecting good maintaining practice were experiences in public park maintenance,

salary. knowledge in public park maintenance, age and financial welfare respectively.
