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This study investigated performance and self - assessment results includinrg pioblems
and suggestions on education quality assurance of Scripture Schools for general education in
Mueang Chiang Mai District. The population under study comprised 114 committee members and
teachers who were responsible for education quality assurance in the 2002 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with checklist, rating scale and open - ended items. Collected
data were then analyzed through applications of mean, standard deviation and percentage.

The findings revealed that performance results and self - assessment on education
quality assurance of Scripture Schools for general education in Mueang Chiang Mai District
concemning 3 aspects, i.e.. input, process and output were mostly at the moderate level. As for the
most important problem in the input, it was that students wcre quite poor and were having many
family problems. For suggestions, governmental and educational administrators should give
support for budget sufficiently and should pay attention to all problems. With respect to process
and output, it was found that teachers and educational personnel had no clear understanding of
process and methods of making the fundamental school curriculum for Matthayomsuksa 1 and 4.
This indicateu that there should be an improvement of process and method of making the

fundamental school curriculum clearly and should encourage teachers and educational personnel

to make an understanding of the curriculum.
