This study aims to examine Education Quality Development Performance of
Private Schools in Lamphun Province According to Recommendations of External |
Evaluators and study the problems and suggestions to improve the quality of private
schools in Lamphun. Information for this study was gathered in semesters 2006-
2007 from 11 volunteers who are school directors under the Office of the Committee
on Private Sector Education Support, Lamphun. Moreover, information was gathered
from 11 teachers who are Head of Academic Affairs in schools under the Office. The
research tool is structural interview about the quality development in private schools
in Lamphun, following the suggestions of volunteer evaluators. Next, the information
is evaluated by dividing into frequency percentage, and analyzing details. The results
are as follows;

The report of quality evaluation from The Office for National Education

Standards and Quality Assessment ( Public Organization ) showed that for students
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quality, most schools have good evaluation in 4 education standards; education
standard regulation number 1, 9, 10, and 12. Schools that have moderate evaluation
were in 2 education standards; education standard regulation number 4 and 6. For
teachers evaluation, schools with good evaluation were at level 24 and schools with
moderate evaluation were at level 22. Moreover, the evaluation of school directors
showed that most schools had good evaluation in 4 education standards; education
standard regulation number 13, 14, 20, and 25, and had moderate evaluation at level
18.

The performance according to the suggestions from external evaluators about
teachers and school directors, the schools had raised the suggestions into the meeting
board so that every person related would be able to acknowledge and participate in
development under the school’s vision and goals. The method is to create program ,

project and activity. The method was followed successfully and within the expected
period. As for the investigation, the Committee has investigated frequently so that
the process would meet the standard. Moreover, the schools had to improve the faults
from the evaluation so they could meet the national standards.

As for comments and suggestions, teachers should focus on teaching students
to critical Thinking and analytical thinking , students should have creativity and
visioning. The teachers should develop the teaching method by students centre. They
should develop various learning methods for students in order to evaluate from the
real-life learning. Also, the local wisdoms should be added to the learning methods
and people in the community be able to have participative in school activities.
Teachers and school directors should continuously perform the methods by PDCA

quality cycle.
