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This independent study investigated student care taking systeni performance of
Vachiralai School, Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised
30 administrators and teachers of the above school in the 2006 academic year. Instrument used
was a questionnaire with items asking about essentials of the topic. Collected data were then
analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With regard to student care taking system performance of aforementioned school,
Administrators and teachers performed the ensuing aspects, i.e., knew student individually,;
recorded student biography; reported results of student quality development; classified students
according to their grade; arranged for homeroom activities; set up parents meeting; arranged for
student development, classroom and extra-curricular activities; carried out communication
activities for parents and teachers; coordinated with related teachers in student care taking;
followed-up and evaluated proceedings of student care taking system; and provided a memo of

referral to related teacher within school.
