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This independent study investigated information system performance of schools in
Samukee Network, Mae Chaem District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised
15 school administrators and 15 personnel who worked in school information system of the above
network in the 2006 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking
about essentials of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of
frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents did perform every task concerning information system, i.e.,
collecting data, checking data, processing data, organizing data or storage, analyzing data, and
using data. As for problems found, they were : limited personnel; too much work; lack of
knowledge, ability and expertise; insufficient budget for performing information system

activities; lack of new technological supplies; and no center for information system.
