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This study investigated performance on promoting democratic way of life in
education opportunity expansion school of Burapaprathueangwit Education Quality
Development Center, Mae Ai District, Chiang Mai Province. Population under study comprised
90 administrator, teaching staff and members of student committee in the Mathayom Suksa 3
from schools in aforementioned development center in the 2008 academic year. Instrument used
was a questionnaire with items asking about essential of the topic. Collected data were then
analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents revealed that all tasks were performed in the promotion of
democratic way of life in school, they were the ensuing: arranged for self-governing
administrative organization; carried out instructional provision with regard to democracy
promotion; provided extra-curricular activities democracy promotion; and arranged for
democratib atmosphere and environment. As for problems found, they were: students had no
participation in presenting ideas; established democratic roles and functions were not acted upon;
lacked of instruction on democracy promotion in every subject; and personnel did not pay

attention and cooperate in providing better atmosphere and environment.
