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This study investigated performance of child protection school project of
Thungsieo School, Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 4. Population under study comprised
45 staff and members of school board from aforementioned school in the 2008 academic year.
Instrument used was a questionnaire with ifems covering two activities in the above project. i.e.,

I myself is Mine and Abusive Protection in School. Collected data were then analyzed through
applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In performing the previous mentioned school project, most respondents revealed the
ensuing aspects, i.e., appointed responsible teachers for the project; carried out instruction on
subject matters of both activities; and cared for abused students who were mistreated in every
happening. But few respondents indicated that the non-performance were in helping students
who were sexual molested by reporting to the police immediately and reporting to social worker
for help. As for problems found, few respondents mentioned that they were: insufficient budget
allocated for student learning materials; not enough knowledgeable staff regarding number of
students; students who were abusive usually were bigger, stronger and vituperative; and too
many students under care of classroom teacher made it impossible to care for all students.

In addition, the recommendations were: should find time for the meeting in order to talk about
problems and find ways to solve them; should arrange for follow-up cohtinuously; should observe
behavior of abusive students and warn them individually of their wrong doings; and should let

elder students taking care of the youngers and also be good examples.
