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The purpose of this research was to study students’ factors associated with their decision
on selection to study at the Faculty of Business Administration, Asia Technology School. The
sample consisted of 213 students who enrolled for 2005 academic year. The rescarch instrument
used in this research was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed through uses of frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of this research were follows:

The majority of 213 students (169 female students) came from Chiang Mai, Lamphun -
and Chiang Rai. Most of them graduated from San Kamphaeng Witthyakpm and Saraphi
Wittayakom Schools. In addition, they used to apply for another schools before coming here.
Most of their parents are still alive, working as employees with the average salary of 5,000-

10,000 baht per month. Most students received their allowance each month from parents.

.As a whole, the findings indicated that all of 5 factors were rated at high level of
association with their decision on selection to study. Five factors were the factors of 1) the
expectation on career and income; 2) professional and school prestige; 3) the expectation on

furthering their study at higher level; 4) the students’ ability and personal reason; and 5) the social

and economics of students’ family.
