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The purpose of this independent study was to study the decision making on selecting
an additional course of industrial work in technology and vocational strands of grade level 3
students at Yupparaj Wittayalai School, Chiang Mai Province. The population used in this study
was 259 students in level 3 studying an additional course of industrial work in the technology and
vocational strands of Yupparaj Wittayalai School in the first semester of 2007. The instruments
used for collecting data were questionnaires which were analyzed by using frequency, percentage,
means and standard deviation.

The study results found were as follows:

1. The students were male and studying in year 3. They got information about courses
from teachers and guidance teachers. Their parents earn 10,001-20,000 baht a month. Most of
their parents are government officials and bachelor degree graduates.

2. A survey of decision making on selecting an additional course of industrial work in
technology and vocational strands for level 3 students of Yupparaj Wittayalai School, Chiang Mai
Province indicated that the students’ attitude was at a good level. Motivation and reasons for

studying were at a high level. The influence of people and multimedia was at a moderate level.
