The purpose of this study was to investigate the decision of Tae Kwon Do athletes in
using round kick at the comer of the court during competition. Subjects were 20 Thai national
Tae Kwon Do, 12 males and 8 females. Data collection using questionnaires and recording forms
while observing during competition and from video recordings in the 1" Asian Martial Arts
Games during 2-5 August 2009 and the 38" National Competition “Trang %es” during 9-13
September 2009. The result showed the decision using anticipation and real situation did not the
same. In real situation, athietes had more various patterns of round kick than anticipation due to
different conditions such as the scores which might be ahead or behind the opponents,
competition experience, and rules in playing. These factors involved in different round kicks and

also the learning experience in the past training from coaches.
