The study was conducted to follow up on the academic status, problems and
obstacles of studying and working of the graduates of CMU Demonstration School during 1997
and 2002 as well as to gather comment and suggestions for curriculum revision.

The data was collected from the questionaires completed by alumni graduating
from Chiang Mai University Demonstraiion School during 1997 to 2002. The analysis was based
on 10! respondents accounting for 10 pcrcent and the acviation of 1000. The finding was
prcsented in the form of tables together with their explanation. It can be concluded as follow

1. All of the alumni further their study in the government-run universitics
immediately aftzr finishing high school. The objective of their further study is to gain more
knowledge and ability.

2. All of the problems and obstacles are in moderation. Problcm-solving and
lezdir.g discussion are the most common problems while the least common problem is recreation
with friends.

3. Recommendation and comments are as follow. For the program arrangement,
the number of study programs and courses offered for each program are appropriate. For the
content, English and Thai typing and computer literacy which are necessary for the higher
education should be compulsary courses. Less content and strictness are required for physical
education so that students will learn with relax and fun. Buddhism Study should focus more on
the content that can be applied to the daily life rather than the history and the teachings of Lord
Buddha. For teaching methodology, the respondents are satisfied with various teaching methods
of individual teacher. They find each method has its own benefit such as the lecture-based method
brings more complete content whereas the activity-based method encourages students to think
and perform. Besides, it is suggested that some certain teachers should improve their warmer

personality and need more lesson plans. For teaching and leaming strategies, it is recommended
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that the strategies should suit the nature of an individual subject while multidiscipline should be
taken into consideration to reduce student’s assignments. For multimedia, slides, videos and
power points should increase in usage in teaching because they can help promote better
understanding on teacher’ lectures. Moreover, experimental apparatus should be upgraded. For
the evaluation and measurement, the alumni are contented with the process of evaluaticn and
measurement currently used which helps them to be more adjustive. However, the evaluation and
measurement of some certain subjects need to be reconsidered because the grades given somchow
seem to be lower than they would be. This leads to students with lower grades are not able to
apply for some admission to the higher education aiid GPA is counted as a part of the university
entrance cxamination. For the resource center, it is rather simall with —insufﬁcignl out-dated
resources. It is suggested that more information technology be required. For the adininistration,
the administrators should support both in-class and extracurricular activities. The preparation
program for CMU Quota Examination is helpful and necessary to be continued. Guidance seciion
should arrange more activities in siudy guidance. Apart from the suggestions above. more
comments are given. The philosophy of the school shouid be considered as long as the curriculum
is revised. Encourage more in-class knowledge otherwise the students will have private tutoring.
The school should have thc master plan fcr both in-class cnd extracurricular activity. For the
student affair, the student council and cheering are the important activities which should be
maintained. The student council helps in creating leadership while chcering can promote
discipline, unity, sacrifice and patience together with co-operation. Finally, communication

between the school and the alumni should be promoted.
