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This thesis aims to study the principles on management of minor's property by a
guardian under the Civil and Commercial Code where the minor does not have a parent or his
or her parent's parental power has been withdrawn and the guardian has been appointed to
exercise those powers normally exercised by his or her parent. This is to see whether the
guardian would manage the minor's property to suit the interest of the minor or not and the
obstacles of such a management since the management of other’s property involves conflict of
interest. The study aims to tackie the problem through a comparative study by looking at the
English Trust Law as the.object of the study. The reason for pic;ki‘ng English Trust Law is that it
has been made with a;l evident feature of being a tool in managing other's property in a

professional manner coupling with fiduciary duties and trustworthiness.

The study indicates that the management of minor's property by the guardian still has
some-obstacles in the area of law enforcement. This causes the minor to become.short of the
full- interest-of proper management. it is all the more so when the guardian is lack of the
manvagement skill. This causes the property to iay idle and brings no or little benefit to the

“minor. it is therefore proper to improve the legal principles. in the matter to bring clarity by

adapting the Trust Law in order to be applied to such an useful cause.
