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Cultural Heritage Management : A Case Study of the Thal Yai Community of Ban Pang Moo,
Mae Hong Son Province had 4 study objectives. 1)to develop the Thai Yai community institution of Ban
Pang Moo, Mae Hong Son province in the aspects of society , physical , cultural and community
environment ; 2) to analyze the Ban Pang Moo cultural heritage on both the tangible and the intangible
cultural heritage ; 3) to study the social and cultural process of Ban Pang Moo Cultural Heritage ; 4) to
investigate community organization , both formally and informally, in term of Ban Pang Moo cuitural
heritage management through the use of qualitative research method via survey and participatory
observation format
The Thai Yai community of Ban Pang Moo became the first Thai Yai community in Mae Hong
Son Province , Thailand. The environment and sumrounding of the group of peopie had developed a
soclal pattern and a way of life that sesmed to be conformed to the ecology of the society. The social
characteristics that could be observed were the belief in Buddhism, and the faith in deity and in the
supernatural sacred divine powers which had a close harmony amongst the of the people. Those social
Characteristics had developed themselves to be tradition and culture including the ancient Thai Yal
architecture which could be considered as the culture heritage of the Thai Yal people that transmit its
social institution until today
According to the study, it was found that the Thai Yai community of Ban Pang Moo, Mae
Hong Son province could sustain its cultural characteristics as called cuitural heritage management til
the present time. The evidence that proved its cultural herlitage management, for instance, the old-
fashion Thai Yai housing construction, the Buddhist religious belief at Wat Pang Moo and the Buddha
Holy Relics of Ban Pang Moo, the Moeng Devine Spirit House, the Jai Ban Pillar and the traditional Ya
Sip Song festival. These cultural traits revealed the old anclent time of the Thai Yai culture. The Tai Yai
people saw the values of their tradition and their culture so that they could preserve and sustain their
social norms as a means of social mechanism. In summary, the Thai Yai community of Ban Pang Moo,
Mae Hong Son province could manage their cultural heritage up to the present time for they recognized
their social values and their social norms amongst themselves; and every one mutually conserves thelr

identity.
