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Topic :  Follow up the Graduates from Faculty of Associated Medical Sciences,
Chiang Mai University in Academic 2002

Abstract

The purpose of this study was to assess 218 graduates by monitoring the
appropriateness of their study when applied to employment. The subjects graduated in the
academic year 2002 from the faculty of Associated Medical Sciences, Chiang Mai University.
Their major are Medical Technology, Radiological Technology, Occupational Therapy and
Physical Therapy. A questionaire was sent to each graduate and their employer.

The results was as follows :

1. Of the 218 graduates, 213 returned the questionaires, from which .80.28% of
graduates had got employment, 15.49% their further education, 1.88% prepared themselves
for further education and 1.46% were self employed. |

2. The majority of graduates stated th/at they had received a high level of
experience from the faculty, which has been most valuable for working in th'eir field, for
further education, communication, adaptation, teamwork and discussion. All the major
subjects studied were well related to each other and have proved to be useful at the high to
highest level, especially clinical practice. .

3. The graduates mentioned that there were some aspects from the general group
of the curriculum that were rather irrelevant and of little use. The subjects studied in the major
group of Medical Technology should be modermized, and clinical practice should increase the
places and range of time.

4. It was suggested that learning aids in the faculty such as textbooks, laboratory,
equipment and computers should be improved. They also found difficulty in adapting to the
learning process and planning activity as well as the relationship between each branch. The
graduates also expressed a desire to join with the teacher in learing process, in order to

express themselves better. These should be more persuasion from the teacher regarding

morals and ethics.
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5. The graduates recognized that their teachers were specialists and presented
ihemselves as a good model and also treated the students with kindness. They emphasized
an achieving the best results from the student. However, the graduates complained regarding
on the unity of the teachers.

6. The graduates were impressed by the activities arranged by the Students
Affairs, and the cheering activities were moderately effect to their learning.

7. The graduates evaluated themselves by focussing on their competence, which
they considered as high.

8. One hundred and seven employers evaluated the graduates in 30 items. They

found a high level in 28 and 2 were at medium level.
