Presently, there is an increasing of person with amphetamine induced psychotic
disorder, especially in male adolescent to early adulthood. Based on therapeutic data of person
with amphetamine induced psychotic disorder, family factor, in particular family function, is one
of the significant factors influencing addiction and treatment receive,

The purpose of this study was to examine the family function as perceived by persons
with amphetamine induced psychotic disorder. The sample consisted of 159 persons with
amphetamine induced psychotic disorder who admitted at Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital,
Chiang Mai province during February to April, 2002. The instrument of this study was a
questionnaire consisted of two parts:  The Personal Data Recording Questionnaire, and The
Chulalongkorn Family Inventory (CFI) Questionnaire, developed by Umaporn Trangkasombut
(1997) based on McMaster Model of Family Functioning (MMFF). Data were analyzed using
descriptive statistics,

The major results revealed that the average scores of family function as perceived by
persons with amphetamine induced psychotic disorder were at a fair level in each part including

problem solving, communication, roles, affective responsiveness, affective involvement, behavior
control, and general functioning.

These findings, therefore, could be used as a preliminary data for promoting mental
health in families of persons with amphetamine induced psychotic disorder. In addition, the

family functions among family members of persons with amphetamine induced psychotic

disorder could be promoted appropriately.
