This descriptive research was aimed to assess the management of Primary Care Units (PCU.) on
cervical cancer screening test program, and the result of cervical cancer screening service in Nong Bua Lam
Phu Province in the fiscal year 2003. The quantitative data were collected from 88 health workers, who
responsible for cervical cancer screening in Primary Care Units by using interview form. The qualitative data
were collected by focus groups of 20 cervical cancer screcniug target population and 20 health workers, who
were responsible for cervical cancer screening in Primary Care Unit . In-depth interviews & chiefs of Primary
Care Units and 11 health workers, who rcsponsiblc for cervical cancer screening ir Contracting Units for
Primary care (CUP.). The data were monitored and collecied during March-April in 2004.

The results of this research was found that mostly Primary Care Units have been obtained a good
level on manpower management (51.0%). Some responsible health workers for cervical cancer (66.0%) have the
cervical cancer and the screening test knowledge in midd!le level, and 15.9% of them never studied or trained in Pap
smear operating technique program. Most of budgets management of Primary Care Units was in a good level
(63.6%). But only 1.1% rcceived some financial support from local-organizations, and 31.8% of PCU. have not
got enough in the budget. Most of materials management of Primary Care Units have been obtained in middie
level (48.9%). 77.3% of them have not got enough in the materials, such as the bed for per-vagina examination
(26.1%) and speculums (64.8%). Approximately half of them have worked on the methods management at a
middle level (58.0%). There was no the actions plan in 33.0%. No service practice guideline in 25% and only
47.7%, that informed toward every clients about the test’s result. Most of Primary Care Units have screened test
cover rate in middle level (39.8%), but approximates 1 in 3 of them were at a low level (29.5%). About the
percentage of satisfactory slides and management of abnormal Pap smear cases, almost Primary Care Units
were in a good level (94.3%, and 88.6% respectively). Manpower management had significant relationship with
cervical cancer screening service coverage (P = 0.048). The suggestion of this research that administrators should
consider to develop manpower for cervical cancer screening, support both materials and budget appropriately.

Furthermore they should regularly evaluate of work’s performarce to motivate the health workers also.
