The study is a survey study. The study purposes are to find out whether the students
understand the six ethnic principle points which are in the Dhamma study course of
Nug-Dhamma Tree, Tow and Eg or not ? And to understand why or what reasons they use the
six ethnic principle points in their daily life. The students mentioned above are totally 105
persons, had already graduated Nung Dhamma Eg and are studying in Mathayom Suksa 6,
in second semester, year 2004, Somdej Prabuddha Chinnawongsa School, Srisoda Temple,
Chiang Mai Province. The questionnaires are used as a tool for collecting data which are
analyzed into perceniage. The conclusive results are:

1. Most students understand the six ethnic principle points which are Responsibility,
Orders, Sacrifice, Honesty, Harmony and thrift. They understand and know the main issues
of the questions well. They also can tell what situations of which questions they should do
and should avoid in which way.

2. Most students make use of the six ethnic principle points mentioned above in
their daily life. They can classify the main issues of the questions and can consider by
themselves which situations they should behave and should not behave themselves. They can
give the reasons about the benefits of the people who behave themselves in according to the
cthnic principles in various situations. They can apply the cthnic principles correctly.

3. Most students give the reasons of their behaviors in their real daily life to be in
agreement with the ethnic principles.

4. We should promote the students to use the six ethnic principle points in their real
daily life continuously and regularly. To have model of suitable ethnic principles for every

person to behave themselves is the most impotant matter.
