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Abstract

The study of The Implementation of Sufficiency Economy Concept in Harn Keaw Sub-
district Administration Organization, Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Province, aimed to study
the opinions of community leaders and regional officials on promoting sustainable economics
concepts to the public and to study problems and obstacles associated with promoting sustainable
economics concepts to the public. This study is a quantitative research, using interviewing,
participative observation method and reviewing documents from the local administration in order
to survey the opinions and attitudes of the sample, which consisted of 42 community leaders,
including ministers, sub-ministers, and ministry secretaries, 22 local administration officials of
Tambon Hankaew, 9 governance leaders, 4 organizational leaders, 9 occupational leaders, and 2
civil service administrators of Tambon Hankaew.

The results showed that all community leaders were well informed about sustainable
economics concepts from television advertisements, community radio broadcasts and print media;
for example newspapers, government documents, and Internet. They also understood how to
apply sustainable economic concepts at a personal and family level. Most had received training
on sustainable economics concepts at least once. It was believed that if the public could live
following the concepts of sustainable economics, this could solve economic problems at both the

regional and national level.
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The local administration organization of Tambon Hankaew had not provided sufficient
promotion for the concepts of sustainable economics, which could be seen in the fact that there
were few projects and activities being carried out. Besides, most activities only involved
occupational development and integrated agriculture. Therefore the local administration
organization should publicize sustainable economic concepts to the public seriously and
continuously. In addition, forming a sustainable economics group should be supported in order to
drive the concepts of sustainable economics into practice in Tambon Hankaew. Moreover, a
public demonstration center for sustainable agriculture should be set up in Tambon Hankaew, and
the public who are interested in sustainable agriculture should be invited to visit the centers in
other areas.

In promoting the sustainable economic concepts to the public of the local administration
organization, Tambon Hankaew, the main obstacles found were the limitations of officials. The
current officials have many responsibilities and need to operate in other positions, and therefore
their duties regarding sustainable economic concepts cannot be performed seriously and
continuously.

An additional obstacle was the limited budget, which did not support various delegated
task. The budget was used for the task, which was considered to be more practical than the

promotion of sustainable economic concepts to the public.
