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The objectives of this research were 1) to study the opinion of cligi-blc voters on
the role of the election commission 2) to compare their opinion according to personal
factors and 3) to study the relationship between the perception of election commission’s
information, knowledge and understanding of the election commission’s role, and their
opinion. The sample composed of 400 persons who were eligible voters at Yan Nawa
District, Bangkok Metropolis. Data were collected by using questionnaircs and analyzed
by using statistical software computer program. The statistical tools used for analyzing
data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, One-Way ANOVA, Pearson’s

product moment correlation coefficients, at the .05 level of significance.

The results of this research indicated that: 1) The opinion of cligible voters on the
role of the election commission were moderate. 2) According to the comparison of their
opinion found that occupation and education level caused difference in their opinion at
the .05 level of significance. 3) The perception of election commission’s information
related to their opinion at the .05 level of significance. Mecanwhile, knowledge and

understanding of the election commission’s role did not relate to their opinion.
