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ABSTRACT

This independent study was intended to examine state of student affairs
administration and seeking for the guidelines which could be implemented in order to
improve such administration. This study relied on the opinion of 73 teachers and 132
students of the educational opportunity expansion schools attached to the Office of
San Pa Thong Primary Education, Chiang Mai province. Two set of check list and
multiple-choice type questionnaires were used to collect the data. Whereupon, the
collected data were analyzed through the applications of frequency and percentage.

Findings were as follows :

As regards planning, it was found that most of schools set the performance
guidelines accerding to the school curriculum and school handbooks. The promotion
for music, athlete, art as a special activities for students, were implemented. And also,
the students, parents and community participation for planning, student's needs survey,
activities schedule, fund raising, and information distribution were recommended.

As regards plan implementation, the study found that the students continually
joined in various activities ; the activity equipments and space were appropriated. For

suggestions, concerned people should be the participants on plan implementation ; the

sport day in school should be practiced ; teacher training and meeting for problems
solving should be provided.

As regards the checking and evaluation, it was found that using the data and
information of activity attending of the students, supervision and monitoring, formation
and summation evaluation of all activities, notification of result evaluation to the students
were performed. (n addition, the community participation in activity evaluation was
suggested.

As regards the improving, the meetings among the teachers and students for
activity planning were practiced. For suggestion, using innovation and technology for
student activities, meeting among concerned people, and information distribution to the

parents and community were recommended.
