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This research had three major objectives. Firstly, to study the level of the opinions of the
Election Commission of Thailand officials toward the role of Non - Governmental Organizations
in the election inspection. Secondly, to compare the opinions toward the role of NGOs in the
election inspection according to personal characteristics. Thirdly, to study the relation between
the perception of information, knowledge and understanding on the role of NGOs in the election
inspection and the opinions of the Election Commission of Thailand officials toward that role.
The sample was 263 officials of the Election Commission of Thailand. Data were collected by
questionnaire and analyzed by using statistical software.The statistics employed in the research
were Frequency, Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, t-test, F-test (One Way ANOVA) and

Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient, at .05 significant level.

The results found that the opinions of the Election Commission of Thailand officials
toward the role of NGOs in the election inspection was high. In addition, the results also showed
that age, education level, position and duration affected the difference in the opinions, except sex.
For the perception of the information about the role of NGOs in the election inspection did not
significantly relate to their opinions. Finally, there was a positive relation between knowledge and
understanding on the rolec of NGOs in the clection inspection and the opinions toward the role of

NGOs in the election inspection.
