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The research had three major objectives. Firstly, to study the level of the probation
officer’s opinion towards the suspend prosecution. Secondly to compare the opinion of probation
officers towards the suspend prosecution to personal factors. Thirdly, to study relationship
between knowledge about the suspend prosecution and the opinion of probation officers towards
the suspend prosecution. The sample size composed of 154 persons at probation office.in
Bangkok Metropolitan. Data were collected by questionnaires and analyzed by statistical
software. Statistical tools employed for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, one way ANOVA and Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient at the .05 level

of significance.

The results of the research indicated that the level of the opinion towards the suspend
prosecution was high. The comparison their opinion found that personal factor: gender, age,
education level, major field, tenure of work, type of work and type of perception were not
difference. Finally, the factor of knowledge about suspend prosecution did relate to opinion of the

probation officers at statistical significance.
