ABSTRACT

The purposes of the present research were 1) to organize learning activities for the
development of the fourth level (grade 10) students’ English language communication proficiency
by using project works so that the students made a mean learning achjgvemenf score of 70% or
better, 2) to study the students’ opinions about the learning activities based on the project works.

The target group was consisted of 40 grade-10 students in Banthaenwittaya School, Banthaen
District, Chaiyaphum Province under the Office of Chaiyaphum Provincial Educational Service
Area 2 during the second semester of the 2005 academic year. The pre-experimental design was
used in the study. The tools used for the experiment included 16 English lesson plans, an English
communication proficiency test, an English language learning achievement test which had a
difficulty level of 0.24 — 0.75, a discrimination power of 0.21 — 0.72 and a reliability of 0.86, and a
questionnaire to elicit the students’ opinions about the organization of learning activities based on
project works. The collected data were analyzed by means of percentage, arithmetic mean and
standard deviation.

The findings:

1. The students made a mean score of 89.08% on the English communication proficiency
test, and a mean score of 81.32% on English language learning achievement test which was higher
than the prescribed criterion of 70% passing score.

2. The students’ opinions about the organization of leaming activities based on project
works, especially on the process of organizing learning activities and the presentation of projects,
were mostly at a “high” level, except their opinions on the matters of showing leadership and being
a follower, the search for knowledge from either inside or outside learning resources, the library, the
E-learning room, the hospital or a medical clinic, the setting of clear working timetable, the
students’ ability to complete their project works in time, their confidence in using English language
for communication and their competence in presenting their projects in English, which were at a

“moderate” level.
