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The objectives of this qualitative research were 1) to study the operation of White Clinic
for drug relapsing prevention at Chumphae Hospital and 2) to study factors relating to success of
such operation. The tool in use was semi-structure interview with participatory and non-
participatory observation. Data collection was through in-depth interview with participatory and
non-participatory observation, Data collection was through in-depth interview with drug addicts.
The population was totally 130 pesos: 50 drug addicts, 50 family members, 10 prevention staff
members and 20 community leaders. The descriptive statistics were used for analyzing data, and
then presented according to the objectives.

The results:

The study found that the White Clinic operation at chumphae Hospital was pro-acti\}e
and passive. For the former, target groups were community, school and family. The operation was
socially cooperative so that community was informed of problems and dangers of drug abuse as
to be free from it with several activities: 1) campaign and Line radio public relations; 2) Training
core drug protesters; 3) Encouraging arrangement of guard duty; 4) Campaign for school to
include drug content in its curriculum; and 5) Search for drug addicts for further treatment. For
the letter, the Matrix Program was used for treatment and rehabilitation.

The socially talented group was used for the follow-up. The following were White
Clinic’s prominent activities: 1) Operation with clear details; 2) Treatment covering physical and
social; 3) coordination Eetween external and internal sectors with stand-by staff at the clinic; 4)
them work; 5) operation with clear procedure; and 6) creation of morale to the patients with past
treatment,

The factors relating to the success of White Clinic operation were found as follows: 1)
Patients were willing and cooperative in treatment and rehabilitation; 2) Treatment staff were
competent, reliable and devoted to their work; 3) Family of drug users supported and offered
7 Qppdrfunities for treatment; 4) Community and society had good perception and participated in
fhe prevention program; 5) Treatment system was suitable to drug addicts; 6) Clinic management
system was good with private room for counseling and clear pattern to protect patient’ rights; 7)
Operation resources were a adequate for pro-active and passive ways with support from the
sector’s leader hospital director; and 8) Government’s policy was clear and reliable : policy

continuity resulted in patient’s strong cooperation leading to successful treatment.
