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The purpose of this study was to examine Food Consumption of Nurse Students in
Nursing Dormitory Chiang Mai University. A random sample of 221 students were drawn from
514 students. Data were collected by the questionnaire with the reliability of 0.90 by using
Cronbach’s alpha coefficient. Data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and the statistical tests of Point Biseﬂal Correlation Coefficient and Pearson’s
Correlation Coefficient.

The results of the study indicated that the majority of the sample had a fair level of
food consumption with the mean of 2.71.The good behavior of food consumption was the
item of no-alcohol drinking with the highest mean of 3.71; and the behavior on the bad
aspect with lowest mean of 1.33 was tne behavior of buying food. The factor and food
consumption behavior that was statistically significant related at the alpha of 0.05. That

behavior was the matter of consideration cleanliness of food.
