The purposes of this study were to (1) examine the enforcement of the building control
act in Doi Saket Municipality, (2) investigate the effects of the enforcement of the building
control act, and (3) survey the opinions of the citizens towards the building control act. An open-
ended questionnaire was employed for data collection from 395 subjects residing in Doi Saket
Municipality, Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai Province, and 20 municipality officials. The data
were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, and mean.

The findings revealed that the enforcement of the building control act in Doi Saket
Municipality was successful at a medium level. Most of the citizens agreed with the act and the
necessity of enforcing it in the area. The citizens and officials agreed that (1) the enforcement of
the building control act was increasingly strict, (2) as a local administrator, the mayor, who grants
permissions, must have knowledge and understanding on such act, and (3) in terms of safety and
durability, it was necessary to ask for permission before constructing any buildings.

.The results of the study on the enforcement of the building control act management
were successful and effective in a medium level. Doi Saket Municipality officials agreed that (1)
its policy focused on the importance of the act, the mayor must have knowledge and
understanding of the act, and (3) today the act was needed in Doi Saket Municipal area.

The results of the study on the process of the enforcement of the act were successful
and effective in a high level. The officials of Doi Saket Municipality agreed that the act affected
on the municipality development in terms of scenery, durability and safety of buildings. The
municipality should send their staff for training on the enforcement of the building control act.

The findings of this study as a whole showed that the enforcement of building control
act was efficient and effective in a medium level. Furthermore, it was accepted and followed by

most citizens. Although some problems and obstacles on the process and legislation were found,
there was no intervention from the third party or influential people. The effects of the
enforcement did not cause any resistance to official regulations. The results of this study,

therefore, were according to the hypothesis—the enforcement of the building control act in

Doi Saket Municipality, Chiang Mai Province, is appropriate for the area and accepted by local
